2 of 12 – Ending sentences
Question marks and exclamation marks can be used instead of a full stop at the end of a sentence.
Every sentence must end with one of the following:
· A full stop
· A question mark
· An exclamation mark
3 of 12 – Question marks
The question mark is used to indicate a question or query.

It should be used at the end of the following:
· Direct questions, for example: How much is that? (There is a question mark at the end)
· Tag questions, for example: You’re lost, aren’t you? (There is a question mark at the end)

4 of 12 – Exclamation marks 
An exclamation mark usually shows strong feeling, such as surprise, anger or joy. 

Using an exclamation mark when writing is rather like shouting or raising your voice in speech. 

Exclamation marks are not usually used in formal writing.
