Adjectives describe, give more information about or limit a noun or pronoun.

Adjectives answer questions such as:
· What kind?
· [bookmark: _GoBack]How much?
· To what extent?

Some adjectives can be identified by their endings.

Here are some examples of adjectives with typical endings:
· Achievable
· Internal
· Beautiful
· Terrific
· Attractive
· Careless
· Dangerous	

However, lots of adjectives can’t be identified in this way. Here are some examples:
· Bad
· Clever 
· Wicked
· Good
· Bright
· Cold
· Wide
· Great
4 of 12 – Adjective positions
Adjectives can occur before or after a noun or pronoun in a sentence.

Here is an example of the adjective ‘blue’ being used before and after the noun ‘sea’.
The blue sea is sparkling in the sunlight.
The sea is blue and sparkling in the sunlight.
