Adverbs describe, give more information about or limit a verb.

· How?
· When?
· Where?
· Why?

3 of 13 – Adverb examples
Here are some examples of adverbs in sentences.
· Mary sings beautifully
· Beautifully - the adverb beautifully tells us how Mary sings.
· David is extremely clever 
· Extremely - the adverb extremely tells us the degree to which David is clever.
· The car goes incredibly fast
· Incredibly - the adverb incredibly tells us how fast the car goes.

4 of 13 – Adverb positions
Adverbs can occur before or after a verb in a sentence.

Here is an example of the adverb ‘silently’ being used before and after the verb ‘crept’.

The thief crept silently across the rooftop.

The thief silently crept across the rooftop.
5 of 13 – Adjectives and adverbs
Did you know that adjectives can become adverbs?

Look at this table to see how an adjective describing a noun becomes an adverb describing a verb by adding -ly to the adjective.
