Verbs are ‘action’ or ‘doing’ words.

Here are some examples of verbs in sentences:
· She runs to catch the train. (The verb is ‘runs’)
· David sings in the choir. (The verb is ‘sings’)
· We walked five miles to a garage. (The verb is ‘walked’)
· I cooked a meal for the family. (The verb is ‘cooked’)

4 of 10 – Tenses
Verbs can take place in the:
· Past
· Present
· Future
Here are some examples (the verb is jump):
Past tense: We jumped on the wall.
Present tense: We jump on the wall.
Future tense: We will jump on the wall.
5 of 10 – Verb endings
When we refer to a verb, we usually refer to its base form, as in:
“the verb run”
“the verb walk”

We can then change the verb ending to show the tense.
So, in the sentence, ‘she runs to catch the train’, the verb ‘run’ is changed to ‘runs’ because the sentence is in the present tense.

In the sentence, ‘we walked five miles to a garage’, the verb ‘walk’ is changed to ‘walked’ because the sentence is in the past tense.

What tense is this sentence? Look at the verb to help you decide.

I cooked a meal for the family. (The verb is ‘cooked’.)
A. Past tense
B. Present tense
C. Future tense

The answer is A, past tense.
7 of 10 – Question 3
What was the base form of the verb in this sentence before it was changed to show it is in the present tense?

David sings in the choir. (The verb is ‘sings’.)
A. Sang
B. Sing
C. Singing

The correct answer is B, sing. 
8 of 10 – Common irregular verbs
Regular verbs add –d or –ed to their present form to form the past tense.

For example, ‘I laugh at funny jokes’ becomes ‘I laughed at funny jokes’.

Irregular verbs have unpredictable forms in the past tense.

For example, ‘I see the picture’ becomes ‘I saw the picture’.

This does not follow the normal rules of adding -d or -ed to the verb in the present tense.
