Answer:
The correct statements are:
2) The length of a pencil is measured in centimetre, 3) 250 grams of strawberries are less than 1 kilogram of strawberries and 5) 2 hours consist of 120 minutes.

Harry weighs 50kg and 579g and Will weighs 37kg and 899g. Who weighs less, Harry or Will?
Answer: Will
By how much does he weigh less? Give you answer in kilograms.
Answer: 50.579 minus 37.899 = 12.68kg. 
8 of 18 – Question 7
The dimensions of a high school basketball court are 94 by 50 feet. Every morning, Izzie runs 10 times around the basketball court. What distance does she cover?
· 48yd
· 144yd
· 288yd
· 960yd
Answer:
The correct answer is 960 yards. 
This is how it should have been worked out:
94 plus 50 plus 94 plus 50 = 288ft
288ft is once around the basketball court
288ft multiplied by 10 = 2,880 ft is the distance she runs in total
2,880ft divided by 3 = 960yd 
Izzie covers 960yd every day.
9 of 18 – Question 8
Arthur randomly picks a cookie from a plate containing 30 cookies. If there are 6 chocolate chip cookies on the plate, what is the probability of him taking a cookie that is not chocolate chip?
· 20%
· 40%
· 60%
· 80%
Answer:
The correct answer is 80%. 
10 of 18 – Question 9
Match the following words to the following definitions: average, median, mode, mean.
· The middle number in a list of numbers that have been arranged in order
· A measure, used to calculate the central value in a set of numbers
· The average of a group of numbers
· The number that occurs most frequently
Answer:
Median is the middle number in a list of numbers that have been arranged in order.
Average is a measure, used to calculate the central value in a set of numbers. 
Mean is the average of a group of numbers.
Mode is the number that occurs most frequently.

Calculate the mean, mode, median and range for the following data set:
Monday – 30 degrees Celsius 
Tuesday - 25 degrees Celsius
Wednesday - 28 degrees Celsius
Thursday – 25 degrees Celsius
Friday - 25 degrees Celsius
Saturday – 17 degrees Celsius
Sunday – 23 degrees Celsius
Answer: 
Mean = (30 plus 25 plus 28 plus 24 plus 20 plus 17 plus 24) divided by 7 = 24.
Mode = the most common value, therefore 25.
Median = the middle value when the numbers are listed in order, therefore 25.
Range = 30 minus 17 = 13. 
12 of 18 – Question 11
The distance between Vijay’s house and the college he attends is 5km. He needs 30 minutes to get to college. What is his travel speed?
· 150km/min
· 10km/h
· 2.5km/h
· 6km/h
Answer: 1 hour is 60 minutes. Time = (30 minutes multiplied by 1 hour) divided by 60 minutes = 0.5 hours. 
Speed = distance divided by time = 5km divided by 0.5h = 10km/h.

Name the following 2D shapes based on their descriptions:
1. A polygon with 7 regular sides
2. A quadrilateral with 4 sides and 4 90-degree angles that is not a square
3. A round shape
4. A 3-sided shape with one 90-degree angle
5. A 5-sided polygon
Answer:
1. Heptagon
2. Rectangle
3. Circle
4. Right-angled triangle
5. Pentagon

Name the following 3D shapes based on their descriptions: 
1. 6 square faces with 90-degree angles
2. 2 square faces and 4 rectangular faces
3. A round, circular shape
4. A tube shape with two circular faces and one rectangular face

Answer:
1. Cube
2. Cuboid
3. Sphere
4. Cylinder
5. Pyramid

Tom has a meeting with his boss regarding the number of bicycles sold monthly for the past year. Which of these charts could be used by Tom?
· Bar chart
· Comparative bar chart
· Horizontal bar chart

Answer: Tom could use a bar chart, horizontal bar chart or a line graph.

Two friends are going out for coffee and cake. One of them is on a losing weight diet and one on a gaining weight diet. Which of the following beverages and cakes should each one of them have according to their diets?
Beverages: 
· Orange juice – 140ml, 50 calories
· Cappuccino – 1 cup, 62 calories
· Tea – 1 cup, 1 calorie


Cakes:
· Chocolate cake – 1 slice, 566 calories
· Carrot cake – 1 slice, 560 calories
· Coffee walnut cake – 1 slice, 389 calories
Answer:
The friend on the losing weight diet should have tea and coffee walnut cake.
The friend on the gaining weight diet should have cappuccino and chocolate cake.
