2 of 17 – Question 1
How would you convert the following multiplications based on the commutative property of multiplication?
1. 2 multiplied by 9 
2. 8 multiplied by 10
3. 21 multiplied by 7
4. 1250 multiplied by 3 
Answer = 
1. 2 multiplied by 9 = 9 multiplied by 2
2. 8 multiplied by 10 = 10 multiplied by 8
3. 21 multiplied by 7 = 7 multiplied by 21
4. 1250 multiplied by 3 = 3 multiplied by 1250.

What are the answers to the following calculations?
1. 413 plus 388
2. 937 minus 574
3. 25 multiplied by 35
4. 5,913 divided by 9
Answer:
1. 801
2. 363
3. 875
4. 657
4 of 17 – Question 3
Do the following measurements below to length, weight or capacity?
· Kilometres
· Metres
· Stone
· Millilitres
· Pounds
· Pints
· Yards
· Kilograms
· Miles
· Grams
· Ounces
· Feet
· Inches
· Gallons

Answer:

Kilometres, metres, miles, yards, feet and inches are all measures of length.
Stone, kilograms, grams, pounds and ounces are all measures of weight.
Millilitres, gallons and pints are all measures of capacity. 
5 of 17 – Question 4
Elizabeth is baking bread for the first time. Her recipe is for 1 small loaf but she needs to make 4. In the recipe there are 2 timed intervals in which she must wait for the dough to rise, the first is 10 min and the second is 20 min later. The rest of the procedure takes about 15 min and finally it must be baked for 40 min.
The recipe: 
· 400g plain flour
· 6g dry yeast
· 220ml warm water
· 0.5 tsp sugar
· 1 tsp salt
1. Adjust the recipe in order to make 4 loaves of bread.
2. If Elizabeth starts making the bread at 2:20pm, what time will it be ready?
Answers:
1. Multiply the ingredients by 4:
· 1,600g plain flour
· 24g dry yeast
· 2tsp sugar
· 4 tsp salt
2. 10 plus 20 plus 15 plus 40 = 85 min. 85 min = 60 min plus 25 min = 1 hour and 25 minutes. 2h and 20 min plus 1h plus 25 min = (2h plus 1h) and (20 min plus 25 min) = 3h and 45 minutes. The bread will be ready at 3:45 p.m. 
6 of 17 – Question 5
Samantha is looking for a watch. In jewellery shop A she finds a watch with 30% off. The initial price of the watch is £80. In jewellery shop B she finds another that costs £110 and is 50% off. 
Which watch is cheaper?
Answer:
Shop A: discount = £80 multiplied by 30% = £24. Final price = £80 minus £24 = £56.
Shop B: discount = £110 multiplied by 50% = £55. Final price = £110-55 = £55.
The watch from shop B is cheaper.
7 of 17 – Question 6
What are the answers to the following?
1. 10,050 to the power of 0
2. 328 to the power of 1
3. 7 to the power of 2
4. 3 to the power of 3, multiplied by 3 to the power of 2
5. 6 to the power of 10, divided by 6 to the power of 8
Answers:
1. Any number to the power of 0 is equal to 1
2. Any number to the power of 1 is equal to itself
3. 7 multiplied by 7 = 49
4. 3 to the power of 3, multiplied by 3 to the power of 2 = 3 to the power of (3 plus 2) = 3 to the power of 5 = 243. 
5. 6 to the power of 10, divided by 6 to the power of 8 = 6 to the power of (10 minus 8) = 6 to the power of 2 = 36. 
8 of 17 – Question 7
What are the square roots of the following numbers?
1. 16
2. 49
3. 81
4. 121
Answers:
1. 4
2. 7
3. 9
4. 11
9 of 17 – Question 8
Mariah has to travel from Brussels to London and then from London to Madrid. The distance from Brussels to London is 319 miles. The distance from London to Madrid is 1,263 miles. What is the total distance she will cover?
Answer: 
Total distance = 319 plus 1,263 = 1,582. 
10 of 17 – Question 9
Jason wants to re-carpet his rectangle-shaped living room. The width of the living room is 4m and the length of the room is 7m. 
What is the room’s perimeter? 
What is the area that he will have to cover?
Answer: 
Perimeter = 2 multiplied by length, plus 2 multiplied by width.
2 multiplied by 7, plus 2 multiplied by 4 = 14m plus 8m = 22m.
Area = length multiplied by width = 7 multiplied by 4 = 28m squared. 
11 of 17 – Question 10
Keely is starting school in September and she went shopping with her parents. She bought 2 skirts at £7 each, 3 shirts at £10 each and 2 cardigans at £10.50 each. She also bought a new pair of shoes for £38.
Use a calculator to find out how much Keely’s parents had to pay.
Answer:
Skirts: 2 multiplied by £7 = £14
Shirts: 3 multiplied by £10 = £30
Cardigans: 2 multiplied by £10.50 = £21
Total = £14 plus £30 plus £21 plus £38 = £103. 
12 of 17 – Question 11
A tissue box is 23cm long, 12cm wide and 7cm tall.
What is the volume of the tissue box?
· 42cm cubed
· 1,932cm
· 1,932cm squared
· 42cm
Answer:
Volume = length multiplied by width multiplied by height.
Volume = 23cm multiplied by 12cm multiplied by 7cm.
Volume = 1,932cm cubed. 
13 of 17 – Question 12
Katherine has been recording her expenses for budgeting purposes. These are her monthly expenses:
· Rent plus council tax - £600
· Utility bills - £100
· Groceries - £300
· Entertainment - £200
· Car - £80
· Miscellaneous - £100
· Total - £1,380
If her income is £1,680, for how long will she have to save money in order to go on a trip that costs £1,500?
Answer: £1,680 minus £1,380 = £300. Therefore: £1,500 divided by £300 = 5 months. 
14 of 17 – Question 13
The Little Bookstore tracks the sales of their books. These are their records:
· Fantast genre – 150
· Mystery genre – 100
· Non-fiction – 250
· Children’s – 200 
Question: What chart could be used to depict the sales per genre – pie chart line graph or bar chart?
Answer: bar chart.
Question: Which book genre had the most sales? 
Answer: non-fiction.
Question: Which book genre had the least sales?
Answer: mystery.
Question: How many fiction books (fantasy and mystery) were sold?
Answer: 150 fantasy plus 100 mystery = 250 fiction books.

15 of 17 – Question 14
A room is drawn on a plan that is 10 squares in length. If the real length of the room is 5m, what is the scale of the plan?
Answer: 5 divided by 10 = 0.5m.

What are the four most common types of maps?
