2 of 16 - What is surveillance?
Surveillance is close observation, especially of a suspected spy or criminal. With technology constantly developing and advancing, the surveillance that is used has to stay current and up-to-date.

[bookmark: _GoBack]It is estimated that there are between 4 and 6 million CCTV cameras in the UK alone (at the time of writing). There are over 600,000 cameras just in London. The government recommends keeping CCTV footage for 28 days, although there is no set legal time for storing images. On an average day, a person is caught on CCTV cameras up to 300 times.

Along with cameras, there are other types of surveillance available in the UK too. For example, a person’s location can be tracked through a mobile phone that is turned on – whether the phone is in use or not.

Here is an example you may have considered:

The police may use surveillance to closely monitor criminals, in order to help them build a case of evidence to warrant an arrest. 

Police, and other agencies, can already access communications data, such as historic phone bills, but there is a ban on them asking firms to hold and hand over information detailing which online services have been used.

The role of MI5, as defined in the Security Service Act 1989, is:

"the protection of national security and in particular its protection against threats such as terrorism, espionage and sabotage, the activities of agents of foreign powers, and from actions intended to overthrow or undermine parliamentary democracy by political, industrial or violent means".

Below you learn more about terrorism, espionage and cyber activities. These are all reasons why the UK might rely on surveillance services. 

Terrorism: Terrorist groups use violence and threats of violence to publicise their causes as a means to achieve their goals.

Espionage: The UK is a high priority espionage target. Many countries actively seek UK information and material to advance their own agendas.

Cyber: A wide range of hostile actors target the UK in cyberspace, including foreign states, criminals, “hacktivist” groups and terrorists.
