3 of 14 – Prepositions of time
Prepositions can be used to indicate time.

The mostly commonly used prepositions of time are at, on and in. 

These are used in the following ways:
· At is used to indicate specific times for example, the train is due at 12.15 p.m.
· On is used to indicate days and dates for example, my sister is coming on Tuesday.
· In is used to indicate nonspecific times (during a day, month, season or year, for example, she likes to jog in the morning.
4 of 14 – Prepositions of time
We also use for and since as prepositions of time. 

For is used to measure time (in seconds, minutes, hours, days, months and years), for example, he held his breath for two minutes.

Since is used with a specific date or time, for example, He’s been working here since 1980.

5 of 14 – Prepositions of place
Prepositions can also be used to indicate place.

The mostly commonly used prepositions of place are at on and in. 

These are used in the following ways:
· At is used for specific addresses for example, Mr. Robinson lives at 3 London Road in Birmingham.
· On is used to indicate the names of streets, for example, her house is on Bath Road.
· In is used to indicate the names of land areas (including towns, counties, countries and continents) for example, he lives in England.

Some locations do not require a preposition, including:
· Downstairs
· Downtown
· Inside
· Outside	
· Upstairs
· Uptown

7 of 14 – Preposition positions
Prepositions normally come before a noun for example, ‘across town…’ (The preposition is ‘across’.)

The noun does not necessarily come immediately after the preposition, however, since other words such as adjectives can intervene for example, ‘on white horses…’ (The preposition is ‘on’.)

Very occasionally a preposition will come after a noun, for example, ‘this is the film John talked about.’ (The preposition is ‘about’.)
